Our Lady of the Annunciation CES. Funds will be used to rejuvenate a number of classrooms, library and 

will include building a six-classroom addition and a new parking lot. 

 

We are writing to you because, as our neighbours, we value our relationship and we want to let you know 

about the construction timeframe and any possible impact on the local community. 

 

Internal renovations to the school building are set to begin this July, once school has ended, and will be 

completed prior to the recommencement of school in September 2010.  The construction of the six-

classroom addition will also begin in July with a target completion date of September 5, 2011.  

 

Once school recommences in September, as the school parking lot will be closed, we expect that traffic 

will increase on neighbouring streets as parents drop off and pick up their children.
