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Conflict Resolution, a Process 
The I.E.P. is a professional document, in which a teacher or group of teachers, 
along with support staff, outline the program, the evaluation and the studentôs 
response to the program.  Thus the I.E.P. should have the same status as a 
report card and be treated as such.   
 
In keeping with this:   
Principal, Teachers and Parents collaboratively develop an I.E.P. for a student 
based on their strengths and needs.  Pertinent resource staff should be invited to 
provide input to the development of the I.E.P.  
 
If the parent disagrees with the I.E.P. then; 
The Principal sets up a meeting with appropriate school superintendent and the 
parent  to resolve concerns and conclude the I.E.P. development.  If the parent 
still disagrees then the parent may write a letter which the principal attaches to 
the I.E.P. 
 

New I.E.P. Standards 
The Government of Ontario released province wide standards for ñIndividual 
Education Plansò.  Boards are expected to develop an implementation plan. 
 
In January 2001, the Ministry conducted a review of I.E.P.s from randomly 
selected schools to assess compliance with these standards and to provide 
feedback.   
 
We are very fortunate that our current I.E.P. format conformed with the Ministry 
requirements. The following minor adjustments, on the existing I.E.P.s, were 
necessary in order to respond to the audit.  
 
During the 2003 calendar year the Board developed a new I.E.P. template.  In 
September, 2003, four elementary schools and one secondary school were 
chosen to pilot the new software.  This group was inserviced the last week of 
September.     Training to all schools began January, 2004.  Inservice occurred 
among all stakeholders between December and May.  Full implementation took 
place September 2004. (See Appendix 9). 
 

IEP Ministry Audit 
In the fall of 2006 the York Catholic District School Board underwent an I.E.P. 
audit by the Ministry of Education.  Inservice was provided to school 
administrators concerning their role and their responsibility in ensuring the I.E.P.  
standards are met. 
 
Program Consultants (Special Education) inserviced Core Resource teachers in 
the development of the I.E.P.s and provided ongoing support to ensure I.E.P.s  
met standards.
