ATTENDANCE

custodian when | am ill or unable to attend.

o | will take responsibility for catching up on all classwork, assignments, and learning activities | miss due to an
absence.

e | understand that frequent absences or lateness may affect my academic success and that chronic absenteeism
could result in dismissal from the program.

e | understand that if | experience ongoing illness, mental-health concerns, or extended periods of feeling unwell, |
am responsible for seeking support from a medical professional and informing the school and International
Education office so they can help me stay safe and healthy.
